Back to normal?
No doubt there will be a lot of smiles as we celebrate Christmas in ways denied us last year – singing carols in church, for example. While there may be expectations from some that things will be “back to normal” this year, that won’t be the case everywhere, or for everybody. While some are all too ready to place full reliance on vaccines and throw caution to the wind (along with their face mask) others are more apprehensive – sometimes with good reason: Covid 19 is still claiming lives. Things are not back to normal in schools, with the risk of unvaccinated children spreading the virus not only amongst themselves, but to associated adults: many Christmas performances will be on-line this year (and for the same reason we’ve decided not to go ahead with the usually well-attended Christingle at St. Edmund’s this year). Hospitals are anticipating severe pressure, not particularly from Covid, but from heightened levels of everything else, under Covid conditions. I’ve a 3-month gap between check-up and follow-up treatment at my dentist – I’m sure others have had more significant medical postponements. At least we’re told that turkey supplies have been safeguarded …
As last year, I’m reminded that the Christmas stories in the Bible are made up of a whole series of disruptions, from angels breaking in on Mary, Joseph and the shepherds, to the upheaval of the census and the mission of the magi. And that’s before the flight to Egypt and the massacre of the innocents. We’ve made a tradition of Christmas, when we hanker for the comfort of the familiar. But the event of God breaking into human life was far from normal and far from comfortable: “A cold coming we had of it,” says T.S. Eliot’s magus. Fear is the usual first reaction to the unfolding narratives. It turns to joy: but it’s the joy of discovery, not the comfort of the familiar. It makes the point that the coming of Christ into the world was momentous, unprecedented and off-centre: nothing normal about that. 
Things do eventually settle down, with Jesus receding into a presumably unremarkable childhood (though there are non-biblical texts which would have it otherwise). But nobody who has participated is unaffected: the shepherds can’t get over what they’ve seen; Mary tries to make sense of it all; while the magi return home another way, Eliot speculating that they would be “no longer at ease … in the old dispensation.”
The incarnation says something wonderfully affirmative about human being: that it can carry the image of God. Yet Jesus comes, not to endorse us as we are, but to restore us to what we are intended to be: the second Adam reversing the fall of the first. Medieval carols celebrate that enthusiastically: may your Christmas be equally joyful; not because we’re back to normal, but because the birth of Jesus recalls us to who we truly are.

Rose Charity - Reedham
The Charity of John Rose was established by the Will of John William Rose, following his death on 5th March 1920.  He left the sum of £500 to be invested by the Trustees (the Rector and Church Wardens of Reedham Church). The interest was to be used at Christmas or during the Winter for ‘provisions, blankets, warm clothing’ for the ‘deserving poor’ of the parish, ‘irrespective of creed’.  
As you can imagine, the interest from £500 doesn’t amount to much these days – it would have been less than £1 for the current year.  For some years no distribution has been made, the sum being so low; this was added to the capital.  The Trustees therefore have decided to close the charity, making a final distribution by way of supermarket vouchers and sending the £500, in accordance with the terms of the Will, to the Norfolk and Norwich Hospital.
The Rose family lived at Park Hall, now the site of Hall Farm, during the 19th Century.  They built housing for their workers, identifiable by the initials JWR, and their tombs are next to the Rose Room extension in Reedham Churchyard.

Reedham Gardening Club - Jobs for the garden in December
Continue to cut back faded Herbaceous perennials and add them to the compost heap or leave them till spring to be used by insects as a winter home.
In mild weather, and during dry spells, you can still lift and divide herbaceous perennials. This will increase stocks, and revive tired or poorly flowering clumps.
Large tubs that are at risk from cracking in the frost should be covered with bubble wrap, hessian or fleece, to insulate them over the winter. Tender plants and pots can be brought into the greenhouse or conservatory if not done so.
Prune open-grown pear and apple trees - Not those trained against walls.
Harvest leeks, cabbage, parsnips, sprouts and remaining root crops.

                             THE RISE AND FALL OF FLORAL FOAM.                       13.
This article was written for The Costessey Flower Club November Newsletter by Doris Waymark. She was the founder chairman of this club and it will be celebrating its fiftieth year in 2022. Doris is proud to be its Life President and still enjoys the demonstrations and all the friendships she has made over the years in NAFAS. Doris has given me permission to share the article to be published in the Outlook magazine.
Today, flower arranging is often considered to be a modern art. This is not so – cutting flowers and placing them in a receptacle containing water has been done throughout the ages. In early times, it was mainly religious and symbolic, carried out in churches and public buildings. In the Middle Ages it was developed as a Domestic Art,
Each period developed its own style. A variety of containers that could hold water were used from ornate colourful vases and urns, to everyday bowls, jugs etc. If the container was a large and deep bowl, jam jars filled with water were stuck to the bottom with plasticine. Over the years various devices have been used to hold stems firmly in place, such as sand, moss, bark and crumpled wire netting. The ancient Chinese cut forked twigs to use as supports and in the early 19th century they devised a copper disc on which a number of nails were glued upside down-the forerunner of the pin holder that became very popular. It was the late Victorians who invented the glass rose top with holes in to place on top of the container. Later, wire netting was made into a frame to serve the same purpose, as was sticky tape criss-crossed and secured by rubber bands or string.
The dramatic change took place in the 1950’s when flower arranging became very popular. Flower Clubs were formed and not just as a pastime for ladies of leisure. Flower arranging classes were organised and in 1959 NAFAS was formed. In the early days, classes used containers home made from painted food tins etc. and using sand, moss and wire netting. 
In 1954, when Floral Foam was invented in America by Smithers-Oasis, life for the flower arranger became so much easier. Its use allowed more adventurous and varied designs to be created and with the manufacturers bringing onto the market purpose-made containers and other products including dried and coloured foam cases and tape, the art of flower arranging knew no bounds.
As so often, there was a downside. Oasis takes 100 years to degrade in land fill. In our more environmentally   conscious society, this is no longer considered to be acceptable. So where do we go without Oasis? It will make life quite difficult and challenging for demonstrators to vary their designs. Already though, we are seeing demonstrators doing some foam free arrangements - for example, hand-tied bouquets. It is changing the design and development of arrangements to enable them to be foam-free. So, we can look forward to the future of arranging with optimism!
