Praying with Psalm 91 - Palm Sunday & Holy Week

Psalm 91 is a psalm that is most commonly said at night prayer. Itis a
psalm which calls us to put confidence in God. That whatever may be
going on for us, whatever difficulties we may be in, He will will always
be with. This Lent as we think on the nature of God, | invite you to
pray with the psalm and while reading it, each week we will think of a
different aspect of God’s nature.

This week we have reflected on all we have learnt about God’s nature
throughout Lent. As we read the psalm we think about our trust in God
during the events of Holy Week.

Can we trust when the going gets tough, when our own lives are at
stake for believing in Jesus, can we still trust when we watch Jesus is
sentenced to death, can we still trust when we stand at the foot of the
cross and watch our saviour die a most crucifying death? Can we still
trust when we watch our beloved Christ placed in a tomb....... but most
of all do we trust that on that Easter Morning Jesus had fulfilled God’s
promises, for all time? In his bursting from the tomb, do we trust that
Jesus is forever our salvation?

He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High,
who abides in the shadow of the Almighty,

will say to the Lord, “My refuge and my fortress;
my God, in whom | trust.”

For he will deliver you from the snare of the fowler
and from the deadly pestilence;

he will cover you with his pinions,
and under his wings you will find refuge;
his faithfulness is a shield and buckler.

You will not fear the terror of the night,
nor the arrow that flies by day,

nor the pestilence that stalks in darkness,
nor the destruction that wastes at noonday.
